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UKCC SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMME 2007-08

Scottish Squash has received money to help to support the initial implementation and costs of the UK Coaching Certificate courses. It plans to use this money to expand and up-skill the Coaching base across Scotland by offering scholarship money towards squash coaches gaining their Level 1 or Level 2 qualifications.
About the Scholarship

A total of 30 scholarship places are available for coaches wishing to undertake the new UKCC Level 1 course prior to 30th April 2008. A further 12 scholarship places are available for coaches wishing to continue within the coach education framework and sit their UKCC Level 2 course. 
The scholarship shall cover 50% of the total cost of the course, not including Scottish Squash membership, travelling expenses etc:

How to apply

Candidates who wish to apply for a scholarship place must complete the application form for the UKCC Coach Education Course and the Scholarship Application form and return them to the office at least two weeks prior to the date of the course. Please note that the scholarship places are limited to the season 2007/08 and must be associated to a Scottish Squash course that starts prior to 30th April 2008. 

Scholarship Criteria

Coaches must fulfil all the following criteria to be eligible to apply for a scholarship place:
· Coaches must be a Competitive Playing member of Scottish Squash (or willing to pay the additional costs to upgrade to this membership level)

· Coaches must be coach/assisting within a member club of Scottish Squash and/or within a regional setting for Scottish Squash. The application must be endorsed by a Club President/Vice-President/Secretary or by a Scottish Squash Development Officer. Please note that Clubs are only able to endorse a maximum of 5 scholarship places through the 2007/08 programme (at any one level).
· Coaches must complete the entire course & assessment and be willing to continue to give at least 5 (10 for Level 2) hours of their time to their club/region on successful completion of their UKCC course.

· Coaches must be willing to complete the Workforce Development Plan questionnaire (if not already done so) and a short Scholarship Feedback report once the UKCC course has been completed.
· Coaches are able to approach other organisations for assistance for the remaining 50% of the course costs e.g. clubs/local authorities/local sports councils and/or any other body who may assist in the cost of the course. However the overall funding a coach receives must not exceed 100% of the course costs as Scottish Squash shall not double-fund UKCC courses.
